ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP
RULES AND REGULATIONS

GENERAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE

Guar anteed Confirmation of Annual Member ship
A guaranteed confirmation for an Annual Membership will occur upon receipt of the membership feein full and the
completed signed application agreement and rules and regulation form.

Refunds
An Annua Membership is nonrefundable and nontransferable unless there is a job transfer or a medical disability
with written notification from your doctor.

GOLF COURSE

Tee Times (Starting)
All Annual Members may make atee time 21 days in advance — Example: you call on a Saturday and want to make
ateetime 21 days out — that would be for a Saturday three weeks away.

Rules of Play and correct Teesto play from
Play on the golf course shall be governed by the USGA “rules of play”. Annual Members should play from the tees
designated for their handicap, unless special permission is given from the pro shop. The following is the tee
designation for different handicaps:
- Tournament Tee/Burgundy — (by permission only)

Back Tee/Black Tee —Men having a0 to 12 handicap

Men’ s tee/Blue Tee — Men having a 13 to 30 handicap and Professional Women

Senior Tee/Silver Tee — Men having a 31 handicap and higher, women having a 0 to 9 handicap

Ladies Tee/Gold Tee — Women having a handicap 10 and higher and beginners and juniors

Refusal of Privileges
Ravenwood Golf Club shall have the right to refuse golf course privileges to anyone, who in the judgement of the
club management, violates the established rules and regulations as stipulated by the club herein.

Personal Property
Annual Members and their Guests are reminded not to leave valuables (golf clubs, jewelry, etc.) unguarded in their
vehicles or on any fairway or green. The club will not be responsible for lost or stolen property.

Decorum

Our dress code requires that collared shirts are to be worn by men and proper golf attire by women while on the golf
course at al times. Blue jeans, tank tops, jogging/tennis shoes, cut-offs, or swimsuits are not permitted. Juniors are
also required to abide by the dress code. The Practice Range does not allow short shorts, swim suits, tank tops, or
cut offs— shirts and shoes are required.

Each player must wear golf or tennis shoes. RAVENWOOD GOLF CLUB is a soft spike club - metal spikes are not
permitted.



Each player must have a set of golf clubs when playing the golf course. No more than one player shal play out of
onebag. Rental clubs are available. (Exceptions made during Charity Events)

Behavior that is obnoxious to other players, including the use of abusive/profane language is not permitted. Anyone
deemed to be acting in such amanner will be asked to leave and will not be refunded.

Operation of the Golf Carts
Use of golf carts shall be governed by Ravenwood Golf Club.

Each golfer is responsible for the safe operation of his’her golf cart. Anyone found to be operating his/her golf cart
in an unsafe manner will be asked to leave the property.

Golf carts are not to be driven through wet areas, into tall rough or over sprinkler heads.
No more than two golf bags and two riders shall be permitted per golf cart.

Members and guests are responsible for any physical damage caused, by their negligence, to or with a golf cart, and
will be charged accordingly. For safety reasons, feet must be kept in the cart at all times while the cart isin motion.

Only persons with a valid driver’s license or operator permit are permitted to rent/operate a golf cart. CHILDREN
MAY NOT DRIVE A GOLF CART OR ASSIST IN DRIVING A GOLF CART.

Liability

The club assumes no responsibility or liability whatsoever for any injury or damage caused to persons or property
resulting from play on the golf course.

It is the personal responsibility for golfers, who are exposed to the various hazards and liabilities that may arise from
golf play, to provide insurance protection for the purpose of guarding themselves and their property against such
liabilities.

Players on the golf course are expected to report immediately to the club, any injury or damage to persons or
property cause by him or her.

FOOD AND BEVERAGE SERVICES

Consumption
All food and beverages consumed on the club’s property must be purchased from the club.

Alcohol
Food and beverages shall be served and consumed only in accordance with New Y ork State laws. Any and all liquor
law violations are prohibited on the club’s property.

Coolers
Coolers, unless provided and stocked by the club, are not permitted on the golf course.

PARKING

All persons must drive and park motor vehicles in accordance with posted and marked regulations within
Ravenwood Golf Club.

Only golf course maintenance vehicles are alowed on the golf course.

The club will not be responsible for loss or damage to automobiles driven or parked on the club’s property.

Walking is allowed at any time.

Members will receive a $5 discount for guests when walking and a $10 discount for guests when riding off the
regular Peak Season rates. No discount will apply during off peak rates or senior rates.

The Club will also be offering afternoon and twilight specials depending on the season.

9—-Holes $10.00 per person (Tax included)
